voluntarily reduce water use 10% starting May 12, 2009 

Water: There IS a CRISIS 

Santa Monica will continue to import 88% of its 
water until our groundwater treatment plant is 
complete in late 2010. 
Our imported water comes from the State Water 
Project (SWP) in Northern California, where a 3-
year drought continues. 
SWP supplies have been further limited due to 
court orders. 
Reservoirs are approaching critically low levels. 
Many existing plumbing fixtures and irrigation    
systems are inefficient and wasting water.

 Comply with These Requirements: 
Violations may result in fines of $250 

Use your sprinklers before 10 
a.m. or after 4 p.m. any day of 
the week; drip irrigation, hand-
watering, & repairs are exempt.

Outdoor Landscaping  
S Reduce irrigation cycles by 1-3 minutes 

S Irrigate your landscapes only in the early morning hours (5 a.m.)  

S Adjust irrigation timer valve run times seasonally 

S Adjust sprinklers to avoid unnecessary overspray   

S Fix leaky and broken sprinkler heads   

S Replace spray head nozzles with rotary nozzles (rebates)  

S Use drip irrigation to water your flower and shrub beds (grants) 

S Use irrigation controller with weather sensor (rebates)  

S Replace part of lawn with low water use plants  (grants) 

S Put 2-4 inches of mulch  around bushes, trees and shrubs  

S 15-25 Gallons / Minute   

S 600-750 Gallons / Month   

S 250 Gallons / Cycle   

S 500 Gallons / Month  

S 600 Gallons / Month  

S 1,200 Gallons / Year / Nozzle   

S 600-750 Gallons / Month  

S 40 Gallons per Day   

S 1,000-1,800 Gallons / Month  

S 20-30 Gallons / Day / 1,000 ft
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Outdoor Cleaning  
S Clean sidewalks and driveways with broom rather than hose  

S For heavy duty cleaning, hire a steam cleaning company that 

captures the waste water and prevents runoff 

S Repair leaks  around hosebibs and spigots 

S 20 Gallons / Minute   

S 15 Gallons/ Minute  

 

S 450-600 Gallons / Month / Leak   

Indoor Water Use  
S Fix leaky faucets and toilets 

S Install 0.5 gallon per minute aerators on all hand sink faucets 

S Replace old toilet with more efficient toilet (rebates ) 

S Install 1.6 gallon per minute pre-rinse spray valves . 

S Display tip sheets in employee lounges and bathrooms or provide 

information via newsletters or emails; free materials available. 

S Get your customers involved by letting them know you only serve 

water upon request . Free display cards are available ïsee front page 

for examples.
