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PUBLIC WORKS – CIVIL ENGINEERING DIVISION
PLAN CHECK SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS FOR POOLS AND SPAS
1. The site plan must show the location of the proposed pool and/or spa.
2. The pool filter backwash and overflow shall discharge to the sewer via indirect connection. The site plan must show the location and details of the indirect connection to the sanitary sewer.
a. For pools and/or spas without drains to the sanitary sewer:
i. The location of the existing or proposed sanitary sewer cleanout near the proposed pool and/or spa must be shown and called out on the site plan; and
ii. Install a sign near the pool stating “DRAIN POOL TO SEWER CLEANOUT” and add a callout to the sign that reads: “DRAIN POOL TO SEWER CLEANOUT” SIGN
b. For pools and/or spas with a drain to the sanitary sewer, the location and details of the air gap device(s) must be shown on the plans.
c. Instead of connecting to the sewer via indirect connection, pool overflows may outfall to the street through a curb drain or to the alley through a pop-up drain or french drain.
3. The site plan must show the location and dimensions of all existing easements on the property.
4. Add the following Public Works Standard Notes for Construction to the site plan:
A. Owner is responsible for repair of all damage to offsite improvements caused by construction. Call Public Works Inspector at (310) 458-2240 for inspection of offsite improvements at substantial completion of onsite work.
B. No work shall be done within the public right-of-way without prior approval and permit from the Public Works Department.
C. All work shall be done in accordance with the Standard Specifications/Drawings for Public Works Construction, current edition as amended by the city of Santa Monica, and City of Santa Monica Standards.
D. Pool filter backwash and overflow shall discharge to the sewer via indirect connection. 
E. New proposed improvements shall not obstruct drainage or drain into neighboring private properties.
F. Prior to installation of any cross-connection device, contact the Water Division at (310) 458-8531. Owner/contractor shall comply with Water Division cross-connection guidelines. Prior to issuance of Certificate of Occupancy, cross-connection control inspection must be completed as well (contact Water Division at phone number noted above).
G. Install sign near pool stating “DRAIN POOL TO SEWER CLEANOUT”. The sign shall be clearly visible.
H. No permanent structures shall be installed or trees planted over any utility easements. A minimum 5-ft clearance shall be provided from the outside edge of an existing utility to any permanent structure or tree. Any damage to existing City or privately owned utilities shall be repaired to the satisfaction of the City or private agency at the sole expense of the Property Owner.
I. Trees within the public right-of-way cannot be removed or trimmed by the property owner for any reason without the written approval of the City Arborist.
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
