	Required Documents

	
	1. Improvement Plans. Improvement plans as required by the Planning Commission or City Council.

	
	2. Title Report. A title report dated within the last three months prior to the submittal date, showing the legal owners at the time of submittal of the final subdivision map.

	
	3. Improvement Bond Estimate. The improvement bond estimate shall include all improvements within public rights-of-way, easements, or common areas and utility trench backfill as provided by the developer except for those utility facilities installed by a utility company under the jurisdiction of the California Public Utilities Commission.

	
	4. Deeds for Easements or Rights-of-Way. Deeds for easements or rights-of-way required for road or drainage purposes which have not been dedicated on the final subdivision map. Written evidence acceptable to the City in the form of rights of entry or permanent easements across private property outside of the subdivision permitting or granting access to perform necessary construction work and permitting the maintenance of the facility.

	
	5. Joint Use of Right-of-Way Agreement. Agreements, acceptable to the City, executed by all owners of all utility and other easements within the proposed rights-of-way consenting to the dedication of the road or consenting to the joint use of the right-of-way, as may be required by the City for public use and convenience of the road shall be required. These owners shall join in the dedication and subordinate their rights to the right of the public in the road.

	
	6. Traverse Closures. Traverse closures for the boundary blocks, lots, easements, street centerlines and monument lines. The error of field closures in the traverse around the subdivision and around the interior lots or blocks shall not exceed one part in twenty thousand.

	
	7. Hydrology and Hydraulic Calculations. Complete hydrology and hydraulic calculations of all storm drains.

	
	8. Any additional data, reports or information as required by the City Engineer. All documents shall be subject to review by the City Engineer and City Attorney.

For local final tract map requirements, see SMMC 9.54.040. For parcel maps, see SMMC 9.54.060.

	
	1. The final map shall be prepared by a licensed land surveyor or civil engineer licensed prior to January 1, 1982 (with a licensure number before 33966). The registration number, seal, and signature of the person preparing the map shall be clearly shown in the Engineer’s Statement on the title sheet. Seal shall be 1 ½” diameter minimum.

	
	2. The map is based on a field survey; record data final maps are not permitted. The Engineer’s statement shall certify that the map is based upon a field survey.

	
	3. The error of closure does not exceed 1/20,000 for the:

	
	a. Lot(s)

	
	b. Block boundaries

	
	c. Street centerlines

	
	4. The final subdivision map shall be legibly drawn, printed or reproduced by a process guaranteeing a permanent record of black on tracing cloth or polyester base film. Certificates, affidavits and acknowledgements may be legibly stamped or printed upon the map with opaque ink. If ink is used on polyester base film, the ink surface shall be coated with a suitable substance to assure permanent legibility.

	
	5. The size of each sheet shall be eighteen by twenty-six inches.

	
	6. A marginal line shall be drawn completely around each sheet, leaving an entirely blank margin of one inch.

	
	7. The scale of the map shall be not less than one inch equals one hundred feet or as may be necessary to show all details clearly, and enough sheets shall be used to accomplish this end.

	
	8. The particular number of the sheet and the total number of sheets comprising the map shall be stated on each of the sheets, and its relation to each adjoining sheet shall be clearly shown.

	
	9. When four or more sheets including the certificate sheets are used, a key sheet will be included.

	
	10. All printing or lettering on the map shall be of one-eighth inch minimum height and of such shape and weight as to be readily legible on prints and other reproductions made from the original drawings.

	
	11. The boundary of the subdivision shall be designated by a heavy black line with a distinctive border in such manner as not to obliterate figures or other data.

	
	12. Each sheet shall have a title showing the subdivision number and name (e.g., Parcel Map 12345) and location of the property being subdivided with reference to maps which have been previously recorded, or by reference to the plat of a United States Survey. The following words shall appear in the title, “In the City of Santa Monica, County of Los Angeles, State of California.”

	
	13. The following certificates shall appear only once on the cover sheet.

	
	a. Owner’s/Subdivider’s Certificate: The required statement as provided in Chapter 12 of the County Guide is provided. Dedication statements are added as appropriate.

	
	i. The signature fields provided in the Owner’s/Subdivider’s Certificate correspond to those required in the Subdivision Guarantee/Title Report. (Refer to County Guide Chapters 15 and 16 for specific guidance on required signatures and permitted omissions.)

	
	b. Engineer’s/Surveyor’s Certificate: The required statement as provided in section 14.3 of the County Guide is provided.

NOTE: Final maps must be based upon a field survey; maps based on record data are not permitted. Omit references to record data in the Engineer’s/Surveyor’s Statement.

	
	c. City Engineer’s Certificate: The required statement as provided in the “City of Santa Monica Required Statements & Certificates” document is provided.

	
	d. City Clerk’s Certificate: The required statement in the “City of Santa Monica Required Statements & Certificates” document is provided.

	
	e. County Recorder’s Certificate: The required statement in SMA 66442.5 (final tract maps) or 66449 (final parcel maps) is provided.

NOTE: This statement need not be inserted by the map preparer. The County will stamp this statement on upon recordation.

	
	f. County Surveyor’s Certificate: The required statement as provided in section 14.4.3 of the County Guide is provided.

	
	g. Los Angeles County Certificates: The required statements are provided in section 14.5 of the County Guide is provided.

	
	h. City Treasurer’s Certificate: The required statement in the “City of Santa Monica Required Statements & Certificates” document is provided.

	
	14. The basis of bearings is provided on the title sheet and matches the underlying reference.

	
	15. All map sheets bear a scale and north arrow.

	
	16. Sufficient linear, angular, and radial data shall be shown to determine the bearings and length of monument lines, street centerlines, the boundary lines of the subdivision and of the boundary lines of every lot and parcel which is a part thereof. Length, radius, and total central angle or radial bearings of all curves shall be shown.

	
	17. Ditto marks shall not be used in the dimensions and data shown on the final subdivision map.

	
	18. The location and description of all existing and proposed monuments shall be shown. Standard City monuments shall be set at (or from offsets as approved by the City Engineer) the following locations:

	
	a. The intersection of street centerlines.

	
	b. Beginning and end of curves in centerlines.

	
	c. At other locations as may be required by the City Engineer.

	
	19. Lots shall be designated by letters commencing with “A” in the case of final parcel maps or by letters commencing with “1” in the case of final tract maps. Lots numbers/letterings shall continue consecutively with no omissions or duplications except where contiguous lands, under the same ownership, are being subdivided in successive units, in which event lot numbers/letterings may begin with the next consecutive number/letter following the last number/letter in the preceding unit. Each lot shall be shown entirely on one sheet of the map unless approved by the City Engineer.

	
	20. City boundaries which cross or join the subdivision shall be clearly designated.

	
	21. The names of all streets, alleys, or highways within or adjoining the subdivision shall be shown.

	
	22. Easements

	
	a. Easements for roads or streets, paths, storm water drainage, sanitary sewers or other public use as may be required, shall be dedicated to the public for acceptance by the City or other public agency, and the use shall be specified on the final subdivision map. If at the time the final subdivision map is approved, any streets, paths, alleys or storm drainage easements are not accepted by the City Council, the offer of dedication shall remain open and the City Council may, by resolution at any later date, accept and open the streets, paths, alleys or storm drainage easements for public use, which acceptance shall be recorded in the office of the County Recorder.

	
	b. All easements of record shall be shown on the final subdivision map, together with the name of the grantee and sufficient recording data to identify the conveyance, e.g., recorder’s serial number and date, or book and page of official records.

	
	c. Easements not disclosed by the records in the office of the County Recorder and found by the surveyor or engineer to be existing, shall be specifically designated on the final subdivision map, identifying the apparent dominant tenements for which the easements were created.

	
	d. The sidelines of all easements of record shall be shown by dashed lines on the final subdivision map with the widths, lengths and bearings of record. The width and location of all easements shall be approved by the City Engineer.

	
	23. If, at the time of approval of the final map, any public improvements required pursuant to Chapter 9.54 of SMMC have not been completed and accepted in accordance with the conditions of the tentative map, the subdivider shall enter into an agreement with the City to either complete the improvements at the subdividers expense or to create a special assessment for the financing and completion of such improvements. The City shall require a security guarantee for the completion of any such improvements.

	Additional Final Map Requirements

	
	1. Property lines are accompanied by distances and bearings.

	
	2. Distances and bearings are reflected accurately (e.g., sum of partial distances equals the whole).

	
	3. Centerlines of streets/alleys fronting the property are shown.

	
	4. On top of the centerlines, the right-of-way width is provided. The widths of the right-of-way on the left and right of the centerline is provided in a logical location.

	
	5. Nearest intersecting streets are shown.

	
	6. A legend is provided as necessary.

	
	7. The project location is sufficiently zoomed in to maximize coverage on the sheet and eliminate unnecessary whitespace.

	
	8. Adjacent properties are labeled “NOT A PART OF THIS SUBDIVISION”.

	
	9. Keynotes are used appropriately throughout the map to minimize visual clutter (e.g., using keynotes to call out property lines).
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
